We have a lot to celebrate with the achievements made in 2018.

The 2018 Performance summary indicates improvements with the Parent Satisfaction Summary and School Staff
Survey when compared to 2017.

Teacher judgements of student achievement show great improvements in English and Mathematics. 92% of student
at or above age expected level in English. The State median was 90.1%. In Mathematics 90.3% of students
achieved at or above expected age level. The State mean was 91.1%.
