ASSISTANT PRINCIPAL’S REPORT
Teaching & Learning

Last year over $6000 worth of books were purchased and
$400 worth donated to our classroom libraries. Using our
Book Club points earned over time, we have also purchased

" tubs for the books to be housed in within each classroom

library.

Each classroom now has a ‘Classroom Library’, filled with
quality literature, interest books, curriculum theme books and
a mixture of reading materials like magazines and comics
which are all age appropriate and available to students within
their room. Students will be able to select ‘just right’ books to
have within their book box to read and refer to during
independent reading.

With teacher guidance, students have been busy sorting and
collating books into categories that they are able to refer to
making it easier for them to locate the texts they are looking
for. As the year goes on and students become more
knowledgeable, these categories will change and adapt to
their needs. These books will be available to them over the
whole term to read and love. At the end of each term, these
books will be swapped with another age appropriate class
allowing them to have a new set of books.

Each set of books contain approximately 120-150 books, WOW, that’s a lot of reading! We will also continue to
